Calumet Photographic is the top drawer in the 
photographer's toolbox. Whether you enjoy the 
slosh and spill of chemicals in the traditional 
darkroom or prefer the immediacy of the digital 
darkroom, Calumet has what you need from 
cameras and cables to studio lighting and 

computers. Amateur to professional photographers from around the world such as Olaf 
Veltman, Tim Wolcott and Elizabeth Carmel have been depending on Calumet 
Photographic for nearly 70 years because they know where to go for the equipment 
they need and expert advice they can't get anywhere else.  

In 1939, Kenneth Becker formed Calumet Manufacturing Company in Chicago. 
Originally, he sold sporting goods and just a few cameras through the store. Eventually, 
Calumet began to manufacture stainless steel developing trays and other darkroom 
equipment. 

In 1955, Kodak decided to get out of the view camera business, 
selling Calumet the rights to its Master View 4x5 camera. It set the 
course for other photographic innovations by Calumet in the 1960s, 
such as the Caltar large format lens line, the C-2 roll film holder and 
the nitrogen burst film and print processors. 

In 1980, after 40 years of manufacturing and selling its mostly large-format proprietary 
product lines, Calumet became a full-line supplier of professional photographic 
products. The result was the first photo supply catalog. Calumet sells high-quality 
products. They never sell "gray market" products, products that are not kept within the 
manufacturer-to-distributor-to-dealer network. For example, they sell only fresh film and 
paper. 

During the winter of 1999 the privately held company 
continued to grow and as an outcome moved to the Goose 
Island Planned Manufacturing District.   When Operations 
Manager Jose Montalvo was asked what he liked about the 
area for his business he said laughing, “The North Avenue 
bridge is almost opened.”  Some things that could be 
improved in the area are traffic congestion and the need for 
increased security to prevent thieves from stealing company 

property. 
 
The company has grown over the years and currently employs about 85 people at the 
Goose Island location.  Some of the positions at the company are marketing, 
advertising, IT/ web, sales, security and warehouse. Although the company has been 
very successful, there have been some obstacles. “The economy affects everyone.  In 
order to stay competitive you must use aggressive marketing, reduce costs, follow a 
budget, and look at your company’s operations everyday” says Jose. The company 
maintains its competitive edge and uniqueness by having excellent locations across the 
United States and Europe.  They have knowledgeable and friendly people who are 



dedicated to helping their customers get the products they need. The company is 
committed to offering their customers a fresh and interesting variety of in-store events 
and seminars to ensure their customers stay on the cutting edge in whatever they do.  
 
Calumet Photographic and the LEED Council have worked closely 
together on different issues over the years. Jose mentioned, “We had 
concerns with local repair facilities using the area for their speed test 
drives which would tend to lead to excessive speed in the area.  The 
LEED Council assisted us with placing stop signs to control the speed 
of traffic.  Also, the LEED Council is a great way to maintain positive 
dialogue with city contacts.”  
 
Jose stated that Café LaGuardia is a good place for Caribbean food.  It is located at 
2111 West Armitage Avenue.

3.  CITY OF CHICAGO CONSTRUCTION & DEMOLITION RECYC LING 
REQUIREMENTS FOCUS OF RECYCLING SEMINARS 

 
The Department of Environment promotes the responsible separation and recycling of 
construction and demolition (C&D) debris to help contractors and individuals save on 
costly disposal fees while protecting the environment.  
 
In 2005, the Chicago City Council passed amendments to the Construction or 
Demolition Site Waste Recycling Ordinance to increase the amount of C&D debris that 
is recycled in Chicago. Starting with building and wrecking permits applied for March 1, 
2006, contractors must keep track of how much waste is generated at project sites and 
strive to meet the recycling goals set forth in the new ordinance. In 2006, the goal was 
25%. Beginning with permits applied for January 1, 2007, contractors must recycle 50% 
of the C&D debris generated at a job site.  
 
Recycling compliance forms will be handed out at the Department of Construction and 
Permits (DCAP) at the time of permit issuance and may also be viewed and printed by 
clicking on the link below. Contractors must fill out the form and return it at DCAP at the 
end of each project, together with an affidavit (also available below) from the waste 
hauler or recycler, if applicable. 
 
Please see the text of the ordinance to find out which projects must comply and how 
compliance will be enforced. See also the C&D Recycling Rules and Regulations (linked 
below) for more information about documenting compliance with the C&D recycling 
requirements.

C&D Debris Defined 
C&D debris is non-hazardous, non-contaminated solid waste resulting from 
construction, remodeling, repair or demolition operations on pavement, buildings and 
other structures.  C&D debris includes waste from new construction, renovation, and 
demolition projects, and may include:  

�  Bricks, concrete, and other masonry materials  
�  Rock  
�  Wood, including non-hazardous painted, treated, and coated wood  
�  Scrap metal  



�  Plaster  
�  Gypsum drywall  
�  Plumbing fixtures and piping  
�  Non-asbestos insulation  
�  Roofing shingles and other roof coverings  
�  Reclaimed asphalt pavement  
�  Glass  
�  Plastics  
�  Landscape waste  
 

Benefits of C&D Recycling 
·  Recycling C&D debris saves money. Contractors can save money through avoided 

tipping (disposal) fees and by reselling or reusing C&D materials on future projects. 
These savings can allow a firm to be more competitive on bids for C&D projects.  

·  Recycling C&D debris is good for the environment. In the U.S., C&D debris 
accounts for 30% of all solid waste produced. Most of this waste goes to landfills. 
Recycling C&D debris conserves valuable landfill space and reduces consumption 
of resources.  

·  In 2003, more than 1.4 million tons of construction steel, 615 thousand tons of 
concrete and brick and 122 thousand tons of wood were recycled in Chicago.  

 
How to Recycle C&D Debris 

1. The first step in C&D recycling is to plan ahead. It is important to estimate how 
much and what types of material will be generated at the construction or 
demolition site.  

2. Then you can decide how the materials should be sorted and which recycling 
service providers you should hire. (A list of providers is available for download at 
the bottom of this story.) 

3. For more information, the City of Chicago provides a construction and demolition 
Best Management Practices guide for C&D operations. This guide includes case 
studies and strategies for meeting the C&D recycling requirements.  

4. In addition, the State of Illinois produces a helpful C&D recycling guidebook 
which may be obtained by calling 888-EPA-1996. Additional information can be 
found at the Illinois EPA—Construction and Demolition Debris website.
