UV Process Supply, Inc has worked to build its product 
line of UV related supplies and equipment.  No other 
company offers such a comprehensive selection of UV 
related products. Today, they have over 4,000 products 
which provide complete solutions for all aspects of UV 
curing.  All of their products are selected and tested to be 
the best for use in UV applications and many of their 
products are manufactured by or exclusively for UV Process Supply, Inc.  
 
In 1979, founder Stephen Siegel started UV Process Supply which is currently located 
in the Clybourn Planned Manufacturing District.  Stephen had the goal to service the 
growing UV Curing market.  At the time there were only companies producing UV 
coatings/Inks, and UV Curing equipment. The realization was that it took more than 
these two components to do a “process”. What else is needed to create a successful 
application? With that question in mind several product categories were created to 
address the problems associated with the physical properties of the process.  
 

Safety products was the first category, and hand cleaner was the 
first product. Most waterless hand cleaners are made with mineral 
sprits, and that solvent used with acrylates can lead to skin 
problems. UV Process Supply created a waterless hand cleaner 
that was oil based rather than solvent based. Next was their skin 
lotion, which contains aluminum hydroxide able to neutralize the 
acrylic acid based coatings. Also, barrier creams were a natural 
requirement as they present additional protection especially around 
finger nails and under rings, where inks might collect unnoticed.  

Ink and coating handling is the company’s second category and represents two features 
associated with the process. First is safety related; that if you can pump the coating, 
there is less physical contact with the material that can lead to a problem.  The 
company learned to specify the proper pumps for UV Curing from their customer’s 
experience.  They learned that if they were using a piston pump, it would seize, when 
the friction of the piston would cause minute polymerization on the interior wall of the 
pump.  So the pumps need to be either double diaphragm pumps or peristaltic.  



Maintenance and shop products is category three and 
starts with their filter materials; UV light comes in from 
windows and from fluorescent lamps and many 
warehouse lamps. They have a full selection of filtering 
materials to create a UV free work place.  

 UV test equipment is an essentially tool that is used to 
analyze, monitor, or diagnose curing variables so UV 
Process Supply can have control of the development. The 
company offers the largest selection of Radiometers anywhere in the world and 
represents the best instruments available.   

UV curing equipment is just that, equipment most of which the 
company has designed and built. Their LightHouse products offer 
a unique approach to the focus of the lamps. The principle was to 
create a lamp housing which would optimize each function 
associated in delivering light to be cured to the product.  

Printing supplies is a category that has evolved into a large 
selection of general print supplies. The company learned early on 
that many customers who do UV printing also do traditional 
printing and would prefer a one stop shop for their supplies in 

return satisfying their customers’ needs.  Some of their many customers include: BASF, 
Boeing, Sony Disk and Wilson Sporting Goods. 

Stephen stated, “Our customers have made requests for 
new products, better access to information, and 
aggressive pricing.  We have listened to them and we 
have responded.”   Stephen continued to talk about 
obstacles he had while the company was growing, he 
said, “I lacked business experience operating a company 
but overcame the barriers by having an important motto- 
no stress.”  He interacts with the LEED Council by 
reading the newsletters; he likes being informed of neighborhood changes and knowing 
about current activities in the area.  Presently, he is working with the LEED Council to 
market a property listing that is available for lease, information is below.
