"WEATHERIZE LOGAN SQUARE"
NEW INITIATIVE PROMOTES ENERGY EFFICIENCY AND HOMEOWNER SAVINGS
Twelve volunteers fanned out in Logan Square on Sunday, October 16th,   to engage homeowners and invite them to attend a community energy workshop at the Logan Square Library. At the same time, additional volunteers staffed a booth at the Logan Square Farmer’s Market to talk to interested persons about energy efficiency and recruit those most interested for a community workshop on energy and home performance  held on October 29th at the Logan Square Library. 

At the workshop, attendees learned how they can improve their home's performance to increase their comfort, save energy and reduce their utility costs. This included topics on what energy efficiency measures they might do for themselves, what LEED Council's Green LEEDers and their partners can install for them and what financial incentives and rebates are available to help homeowners afford such improvements. As a special incentive, attendees were offered the opportunity to schedule a free home energy assessment provided by LEED Council’s Green LEEDers.    
As a result of this meeting, LEED Council’s Green LEEDers program has scheduled and begun performing free assessments and is following up on the remaining 15 leads.  Following completed assessments, Green LEEDers are providing recommendations and proposals for the most cost effective home performance measures, at a price that reflects Green LEEDers governmental subsidy of their labor and more detailed information on available incentives and green financing. 
"Weatherize Logan Square" is a community-based initiative originated by the LEED Council’s LEEDers for Training, an alumnae group of the LEED Council's past and current training participants and it Green LEEDers program staff and crew. The LEEDers for Training created colorful door hangers and flyers and then recruited and organized the teams of volunteers for this successful outreach effort to the Logan Square community. 
"Weatherize Logan Square" is an innovative strategy to stimulate the middle income homeowner market for home performance services.  In addition to reducing utility bills and wasted energy, more customers for home energy efficiency improvements will mean transitional jobs for home performance trainees, and work for LEED Council’s Green LEEDers project.  
Green LEEDers is a crew of qualified, experienced workers who provide a range of general home and/or building repairs and improvements as well as home performance  services.  LEED Council is exploring the transition of the Green LEEDers program into a permanent social enterprise with an on-the-job training component and energy-wise contracting services to the homeowners in LEED Council's service areas.
